On May 21, 2009, the School Board voted to adopt a $2.2 billion dollar budget for FY 2010. This will lead to an increase of
class size and other unpopular measures such as salary freeze and staff reduction. The arrival of 5,000 new students into the school
system adds a new set of challenges to teachers and staff. Our Seahawk community will certainly be impacted. Even though funding
for transportation for programs such as students participating in advanced academic centers has been restored, families will still have to
pay for more services, such as student parking fees. We hope that the $49.3 million stimulus package will keep class size manageable.

We don’t know what we have until we lose it. The diversity of our student body is a treasure that we mustn’t take for granted.
Our active Hispanic parents meet regularly and are eager to stay engaged with the school and with other parents. As a PTSA, we need
more bridge builders. Do you speak both English and Spanish? Are you familiar with a culture, a topic, or an area of expertise that
could benefit our school? You are encouraged to volunteer. Communication is open with all parents regardless of language or culture.
Every parent and student voice counts and the PTSA is your forum for an open dialogue. When you have time, visit the PTSA website
and make suggestions or volunteer for the upcoming year 2009/2010.

South Lakes IB Program is celebrating the successful completion of our May 2009 examina-
tions. With 262 students taking 790 exams I was thrilled to have the help of a great team of IB

Polish up your invigilating skills. With our growing program, we’ll need your help next year!

Students and teachers are interested in the destinations of exam papers. Examiners are usually teachers in col-
leges or high schools at the destination. I thought you might like to know where our exams went for marking and grad-
ing this year.

On July 6, 2009, IB scores from these exams will be posted on line. Each student tested has received a “raspberry
fizz” colored paper with the web site, personal code and PIN needed to log on. Scores for each exam taken and Di-
ploma status for those candidates will be posted.

IB Scores to Colleges: 1B scores are automatically sent electronically to university registrar offices for the school your
daughter or son submitted to Mrs. Assir as their choice for the coming year. This service is free. If your student
changes colleges, a new transcript can be requested from IBNA online. The personal code will be needed.

Extended Essay Opportunity: Our rising senior Diploma candidates have an opportunity to work on the extended es-
say in the school’s media center June 22-25 from 10 am to 2 pm. Staff trained in writing the extended essay will be
there to help students. Students in previous years found this time to be perfect to get the extended essay into a nearly
completed draft. Because senior year is hectic with classes and college applications, having the extended essay under
control is important. Encourage your DC senior to attend.

Summer Writers Lab SLHS has received a grant to fund summer hours for our very popular and successful Writer’s
Lab. A computer lab will be open from 10 to 2 on Tuesdays and Thursdays staffed by a teacher who can provide
help and support to students who wish to spend this time writing creatively or who want to work on assigned writing for
classes. This might include summer assignments, World Literature papers, extended essay, or other assignments. Stu-
dents will have internet access for research.

Got ‘Meds’ in the school clinic?
Don’t forget to pick them up!

All medication left in the clinic on the last day of school will be discarded.

All prescription medication must be picked up by the parent or guardian.

However, with parent permission, your student may carry over-the-counter meds home from the school
clinic.

To give your permission, please send a signed note with your student or call the school clinic at 703-715-
4612.

Need your ‘Meds’ in Summer School?

Did you know? ... If your child will be enrolled in a 2009 FCPS summer program, you may continue to
use your current medication/inhaler/EpiPen authorization form(s) for the summer program. Call the
school clinic as soon as possible if you want a copy of your student’s form(s).

Adult Clinic Volunteers Needed Next Year!

If you would be willing to help out as an occasional back up ‘first aider’ here in the clinic, we could use
your help! Clinic volunteers assist students with minor first aid needs and make phone calls home to par-
ents but do not dispense medication. The Fairfax County Health Department, in cooperation with the Fair-
fax County Public Schools, provides required training to approved candidates. If you are interested in find-
ing out more about school clinic volunteer work, contact the school’s clinic room aide, Mary La Valley, at
703-715-4612 (during the school year) or call our school’s public health nurse, Erin Smith, at 703-481-4077
and leave a message.

Don’t flush unused medication ~
It might end up in our drinking water!

SAFE DISPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS:

Keep the medicines in their original containers (for identification in case of accidental ingestion).

Cross out any names or identifying information on the label (for privacy).

For pills: add salt & water to bottle to dissolve pills. For liquids: add inedible cat litter, ash or dirt. SHAKE.
Break tip off inhalers, discard in trash. Put expired EpiPens/glucagon kits into ‘Sharps’ container unopened.
Seal the medicine container and secure with duct tape or packing tape so it can’t be opened.

Double bag these items in a separate bag and place in the outgoing trash. NOT IN RECYCLING BINS!!

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PBS UPDATE

The Positive Behavior Support (PBS) committee continuously collects and monitors information which informs initiatives to im-
prove the learning climate at South Lakes. For this school year our biggest discipline issue has been and continues to be cell phone
infractions. The FCPS and SLHS policy is clear: during the school day students may possess cell phones, but the cell phones must
be powered down and out of sight. This means the power is completely turned off, and not that the phone is set to silent or vibrate.
School employees who see or hear student cell phones during the school day should confiscate the phones and turn them into the
Security Office. Alternatively, security or administration may be called to confiscate the phone. It is important that we all adhere to
this county and school policy. Research and our own experience reveal that some students use cell phones for inappropriate and
sometimes illegal activities during the school day. Some students are extremely adept at texting and can do it with their hand under
the desk and out of sight. This is a wide-spread issue which is rampant across the country. In fact, Virginia has responded by
strengthening the SOL testing regulations regarding cell phone possession. If a student is in possession of a cell phone in the SOL
testing room, he or she will receive a zero on the test. Parents can help by reinforcing both the FCPS cell phone use policy and the
SOL testing regulation with their student at home. As always, any parent needing to contact their child during the school day may

do so by calling the main or sub school office and the message will get to the student. Thank you for your support!

SCIENCE

Two of our Seahawks recently presented their out-
standing experimental work in prestigious circumstances.

Jonathan Springfield presented his science fair
project at the Virginia State Science Fair held at George
Mason University the weekend of April 3-5. This is espe-
cially outstanding because Jonathan is a freshman. Three
more years of great science to come!!

Arfa Aijazi had the distinct honor of presenting at
this year's National Junior Science and Humanities Sym-
posium (JSHS) at the Air Force Academy in Colorado
Springs from April 29" to May 2™, The JSHS is a pro-
gram run by the Academy of Applied Science, and the
scholarships are funded by the U.S. military. The JSHS
can hardly be considered a science fair. But to say that the
symposium is less competitive than similar competitions
is misleading; especially since the 96 presenters were se-
lected to present from 48 regions nationwide. Instead of a
poster, student presenters prepared a 12 minute power
point presentation, which they gave to an audience of 4-5

judges, as well as students and teachers. Projects were pre-
sented in six different categories: Life Sciences, Engineer-
ing, Medicine and Health, Physical Sciences, Environ-

mental Sciences, and Mathematics and Computer Science.

Aside from presenting, students learned of science
research opportunities through the U.S military and were
given tours of facilities in the Air Force Academy. Arfa
toured the Laboratory of Space and Cyber Systems Re-
search. She got to see to firsthand satellites designed by
Air Force Academy students and watched videos of recent
launches.

Arfa said that the best part was meeting other stu-
dents and hearing their presentations. She felt that the cali-
ber of research was slightly intimidating but at the same
time exciting. Some projects included designing a new
polymer for enhanced chemotherapy, programming sinu-
soidal movement in a robotic snake, and genetically engi-
neering algae for large-scale ethanol cultivation. Arfa will
attend MIT in the fall.
