Parents filled the Media Center for the October PTSA meeting to learn about the process that will 

expand South Lakes attendance boundaries, adding about 600 new students. School Board Rep. Stu 

Gibson explained that the new boundaries will be drawn to relieve overcrowding at Westfield HS and 

Chantilly HS, and therefore new students will likely come from the west (in the possible direction of 

Fox Mill, Crossfield, Floris, McNair ES) rather than North Reston. The only middle and elementary

The technological advancements that have taken place over the last few months at South Lakes are literally everywhere. Now burst-

ing with excitement, I was swept by my guide through the hallways corridor after corridor and room after room.

Put it this way, there is fire[wire] in this 

house. This is a place where you can really get your [DVD] burn on! The library at South Lakes has 34 desktop computers available 

for use, wireless internet access (which is also available in classrooms), and network printing.

There too we discovered, overhead projection, printers, desktop 

computers. According to Mr. Tom Stanley, who has played the part of my guide, more technology is on the way. The principal, Mr. 

Additionally, CAD (computer aided designed) tech-

nology, an estimated $100,000 investment, is on the way to South Lakes High School.

As part of our career education program, we are offering stu-

dents the opportunity to take part in the Armed Services Voca-

tional Aptitude Battery (ASVAB)  tests.  These tests, which are 

used by the military services to determine enlistee eligibility for 

various training programs, are also very useful to students who 

are not interested in military careers.  The ASVAB scores will be 

useful to students and parents when considering course selection, 

vocational training opportunities and career selection. 

 

The ASVAB contains the following 10 subtests:
